Safety Seam $

Held uses triple-stitched safety seams at critical
areas such as shoulders, arms, hips, knees and
back. Two seams are used — one of which is cove-
red by folded material — so that the garment is far
more likely to hold together when the outer seams
are exposed to abrasion in the event of a fall.

Washing instructions

and textile/leather mix:

1. General hints for professional

care and cleaning:

e each time you use it, air the clothing well and
remove dirt with a soft brush and clean water

e do not store products in air-tight plastic bags

® never treat leather with solvents or chemical
products

e do not use washing machine or spin-dryer
for leather. We recommend only hand washing
with tepid water (40°C) and leather detergent.

e dry all leather products at room temperature (avoid
direct sunlight, artificial heating or hairdryers)

2. Leather care

To slow the natural aging process of leather (formation
of tears,crazing, reduction in strength or waterproofing
etc.) and products with leather features, we
recommend you use the correct care products

(see end of page):

Remember that some treatments can change the
original appearance of leather. You should not be
concerned by this, since in use, the material and its
characteristics will be improved by such treatment.

3. Textile care
e Held textile can be washed in your
washing machine (however, please use
mild textiles detergents only, no fabric softener)
e fill your washing machine no more than half-full
¢ IMPORTANT: Body armour (such as shoulder/
elbow or special foam CE back protectors)
must always be removed before starting the
washing process
e avoid intensive rinsing or spin-drying.

You should re-impregnate waterproof textile
garments after each wash. If this is done,
water will continue to pearl off the surface of
the outer fabric as it does on a new garment.

4. Hints to help extend life of mechanical parts:

* metal zippers should be lubricated with candle
wax, pencil lead or oil

* plastic zippers are maintenance-free

Washing instructions for leather gloves i

All'unlined gloves are exposed to sweat, especially

on the ball of the thumb and the fingertips. This sweat
hardens the leather until it breaks. Held gloves are

as sweat-resistant as we can make them, but you
can extend their durability with the right care.

1. Clean your gloves in tepid water by using
mild soap or special leather cleanser

2. Do not use fabric softener or bleach

3. Wash in clean water afterwards to
remove chemical residue

4. Put the gloves on when still wet and clench
your fists to mould them back into shape

5. Wrap the gloves in a dry cloth and
squeeze (no mangling!)

6. Air-dry the gloves (no heating,
direct sunlight or hairdryer)

7. Put on the dry gloves and knead
to make them soft

8. Treat the gloves with a leather care product

washed glove

Washing instructions for textile gloves
and gloves with a climate membrane

1. Wash the gloves by hand with mild soap

2. Do not use fabric softener or bleach

3. Do not dry-clean

4. Wash the gloves with clean water
afterwards to remove chemical residues

5. Do not squeeze or mangle the wet gloves

6. Air-dry the gloves (no heating, direct
sunlight or hairdryer)

TIP:

If only the inner lining of a climate membrane glove
needs to be cleaned, you can use water with a little
mild detergent on the inside of the glove without
having to clean the [leather or textile] outer shell.

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Impregnation:

Properly impregnated gloves are dirt- and water-
repellent. A soaked outer shell causes a loss of
heat from inside as the water chills or evaporates.
Effective impregnation also increases thermal
insulation and protects against windchill. The outer
shell comes ready-impregnated, however over
time this will wear off. So, If the impregnation loses
its effect (i.e. if water doesn’t roll off anymore) you
should re-treat the gloves as recommended below
Care instructions for helmets Q
Helmet outer shell

Clean the helmet shell regularly with lukewarm clean
soapy water or a micro-fibre cloth. Let the helmet
dry, keeping it away from excessive heat, then
polish the helmet with a soft cloth. Please avoid
contact with solvents, such as paints, glue or fuel

Visor

Clean your visor regularly with lukewarm
soapy water and a soft cloth. Washing-up
liquid is helpful to shift really sticky bugs.

Use a cloth or a clean towel to dry your
helmet. Never use a hair dryer.

Do not use polish, window cleaner or sol-
vents. These products could damage the coa-
ting of the visor and weaken its surface.

Detachable inner lining and cheek pads
Detach the cheek pads and the inner lining and
wash them with mild detergent (baby shampoo
is ideal) in hand-hot water. Rinse thoroughly,
squeeze out the water, and let them dry slowly.
Do not use a washing machine or spin dryer.

Non-detachable inner lining and cheek pads

Use lukewarm soapy water and apply with a
sponge. After that, use clean water and dry slowly.
